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VOLLEYBALL RULES

1. General.

Balloon soccer rules are to be used where volleyball rules do not apply.

2. Court.

A standard badminton or volleyball size court. 

The standard badminton net height of 1530mm is used.

3. The Ball.

650-675mm. Diameter balloon.

4. Team.
6 players per team on court. Minimum of 4 players. (Only if no more available.)

5. Positions.
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Players can move around court during play but must return to original position for service or receiving. However players in back half of court may not enter into the front halve. 

E.g. Players 4 to 6 can not go into the area occupied by players 1 to 3.

After winning the serve the team will rotate in a clockwise direction so as to give all team members a serve. (If team wins serve for first time in match they still rotate.)

6. Hitting the ball.

The way the ball is hit as per Balloon Soccer rules.

The ball can be hit by any player, on court or out off court, however not more then twice in a row. i.e. 1st, 2nd and 4th  hits by the same player is allowed.

The ball may be played off the net however if a player hits the ball into the net, then hits the ball again, it is counted as the player’s 2nd hit.

Each team may hit the ball a total of 10 hits only. Umpire is to call out the number of hits.

The ball must be continuously in motion. (If stopped for 2 Sec. point or serve lost)

7. Service.

The player taking the serve can have the ball thrown up, by the umpire, anywhere in the 2 square metre box. The player taking the serve can hit the ball up to 2 times. On the 2nd hit the player must pass the ball to another team member or hitting it over the net.

The player may ask for up to 2 re-throws. The player can have two serves if the first serve does not hit to a team member or the player cannot hit the ball a second time. (As per tennis)
8. Scoring.

Only the serving team can score a point.

To win the serve the receiving team must win the rally. On winning that rally they only get to serve. (No score.)

If the ball hits the floor at any time the serve or the point is lost.

If the ball is hit out off court the team that hit the ball out loses the serve or the point. (To be deemed out of play more then 50% of the ball must land out of court.)

If the ball hits the side walls, back wall, ceiling or enters the playing area of a adjoining court it is considered out and the team last to hit the ball losses the rally.

If more then 50% of the ball passes on the wrong side of the post the point is lost.

If the ball is not kept in motion the serve or the point is lost

If a player hits the ball more then twice in a row the serve or the point is lost

Any infringements in the way the ball is hit the serve or the point is lost

9. The post.

When the ball hits the post "play on" is called.

If more then 50% of the ball passes on the outside of the post on its way back to the other side it is considered out of play.

10. Substitutions.

Substitutions can be made at a time out.

The player coming on court has to take the position of the player leaving.

Substitutes and coaches are to be well clear of playing area.

Game does not stop due to break down of wheelchair (unless safety is involved.) but coach can come on court to remove wheelchair.

11. Time

A 2 minute warning whistle will sound before start of game.

Game time 2 x 10 minute halves.

2 x 30 second time-outs can be called by each team per halve.

Teams are to swap ends at halve time.

The game stops when the siren or whistle sounds to signal end of game. 
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
